Mars Global Surveyor orbited the red planet known as Mars. It was launched November 1996 but lost contact on November 2, 2006. The mission was officially ended on January 2007. It was suppose to observe Mars for about 2 Earth years but after many attempts to fix the problem, no solution was found to fix it. 
Mars Global Surveyor houses the Mars Orbiter Camera, the Mars orbiter laser altimeter, the thermal emission spectrometer, a magnetometer and electron 
reflectometer
, 
ultrastable
 oscillator for Doppler measurements and signal receiver. The Mars Global Surveyor was constructed by NASA’s Jet Propulsion Laboratory. 
It was built to take high resolution images of the surface, study the topography and gravity, study the role of water and dust on the surface and in the atmosphere, study the weather and climate, studies the composition of the surface and atmosphere, and the existence and evolution of Martian magnetic field. 
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
